Dress  There are two approved uniforms which will be the daily attire except for occasional out-of- 
Code uniform days.  The warm weather uniform will be acceptable for the first and fourth quarter.   It is the 

student’s responsibility to see that a proper uniform is ready for daily use.  Reminder:  Each uniform is 
distinct.  There may be no mixing or matching; students may be in either the full winter uniform or 
the warm weather uniform.  Both uniforms are to be properly worn: tucked in, neat, clean and mended. 
Items followed by Campus Outfitters or the SPA Spirit Shop must be purchased from the specified 
vender to meet uniform requirements. 

  
  Winter Uniform (Second and Third Quarter) 
 
Girls  - A plaid uniform skirt (Campus Outfitters) or navy slacks- mid-rise or pleated front (Campus  
  Outfitters) 

- A white Summit logo, button-down oxford-cloth blouse, long or short sleeves (Campus Outfitters), 
buttoned except for the top button.  A white turtleneck may be worn under the blouse.  The blouse is to 
be properly tucked in and its collar showing. 
- Casual dress shoes with above-the-ankle socks.  Navy, grey, black, or white leggings are optional.  Sturdy 
school shoes should be worn.  No athletic shoes, open-toed or open-heeled shoes, sandals, clogs, work 
boots, or high-laced boots are to be worn. 
- Summit logo sweater (Optional – Campus Outfitters) -- choice of: navy V-neck vest or  navy cardigan 
- Summit logo sweatshirt (SPA Spirit Shop) - blue or grey.  No other sweater or sweatshirt may be worn.   
- Fleece is considered outerwear and should only be worn outside of school. 
- Only plain white tee shirts may be worn under uniform. 

  - Hats or caps may not be worn in any building. 
 
Boys - Navy slacks with belt loops- flat or pleated front (Campus Outfitters), worn with a brown, black or navy 

blue belt. 
- White Summit logo (above pocket) button-down, oxford-cloth dress shirt, long or short sleeves 
(Campus Outfitters), worn with the collar buttoned and shirttail tucked in, with Summit school tie, 
properly tied and pulled to collar button.    
- Ties are distributed through the school office.  Additional ties may be purchased. Only plain white tee 
shirts may be worn under uniform. 
- Summit logo grey crew-neck sweater (optional – Campus Outfitters)  
-Summit logo sweatshirt (optional - SPA Spirit Shop) over dress shirt and tie may be worn.  No other 
sweater or sweatshirts may be worn.     

  - Fleece is considered outerwear and should only be worn outside of school. 
- Suitable dress shoes and above-the-ankle socks.  Work boots or high laced boots may not be worn. 
- Hats or caps may not be worn in any building. 

 
  Warm Weather Uniform-Girls and Boys (First and Fourth Quarter) 
 

- Navy shorts (boys flat or pleated front- girls mid-rise or pleated front) with belt loops (Campus 
Outfitters) worn with a brown, black or navy belt. 

  - Summit logo polo shirt (SPA Spirit Shop) 
Only plain white tee shirts may be worn under uniform - Long sleeve t-shirts may not be worn under the 
logo shirt 
- Above the ankle and without logo white crew socks and regular school shoes or athletic shoes are 
permitted with summer uniform. No boots, sandals or knee socks are permitted.  

  - Summit logo sweatshirts are permitted over uniform.   
 
Gym Attire - For health reasons, students are required to change for PE class.  Specific dress requirements will be 
outlined on the first day.  School-approved PE clothing will be issued from the PE department.  Each student must wear 
sneakers; street shoes with rubber soles are not viable substitutes.

Dress  The uniform is to be worn daily, except on out-of-uniform days designated by the administration.  
Code The uniform is to be properly worn and properly maintained. Items followed by Campus Outfitters, or 

the SPA Spirit Shop must be purchased from the specified vender to meet uniform requirements.  
Notes from home do not excuse a student from being out of uniform.  It is the student’s responsibility to 
see that a proper uniform is ready for daily use. 

  
  Winter Uniform   (Second and Third Quarters) 
 
Girls - Grey skirt (Campus Outfitters) or navy slacks, mid-rise or pleated (Campus Outfitters) *No pants or 

sweatpants may be worn under skirts. 
- A white Summit logo, button down oxford-cloth blouse, long or short sleeves (Campus Outfitters).  

  - Navy, white, grey or black knee or crew socks, or tights 
- Optional –Summit logo blue or grey sweatshirt (SPA Spirit Shop) no other sweatshirt is acceptable. 
-Optional –Summit logo navy sweater - choice of: V-neck vest or cardigan (Campus Outfitters) 

  - Fleece is considered outerwear and should only be worn outside of school. 
- Casual dress shoes with white above-the ankle socks.  No athletic shoes, open-toed or open-heeled          
shoes, sandals, clogs, work boots, climbing or hiking boots or high-laced boots are to be worn.       

  - No jewelry other than normal earrings, necklaces, finger rings, and bracelets is permitted. 
  - Hats or caps may not be worn in any building. 
 
Boys - Navy slacks – flat or pleated front, with belt loops (Campus Outfitters), worn with a brown or black   

belt 
- Light blue Summit logo (above pocket) button-down, oxford-cloth dress shirt, long or short sleeves 
(Campus Outfitters) 
- Summit tie - distributed by the school - additional ties may be purchased 
- Optional - Summit logo blue or grey sweatshirt (SPA Spirit Shop)  

  - Optional - Summit logo grey crew-neck sweater (Campus Outfitters) 
- Fleece is considered outerwear and should only be worn outside of school. 

  - Suitable dress shoes and socks.  No athletic shoes, sandals, clogs or boots are to be worn. 
- Hats or caps may not be worn in any building. 
 
Warm Weather Uniform - Girls and Boys (First and Fourth Quarters) 
 
 - Navy shorts (boys-flat or pleated front, girls-mid-rise or pleated front) with belt loops (Campus                 
Outfitters). A brown or black belt must be worn.   
  - (Please note:  skirt and polo shirt combination option is available only to upper school girls) 
- Summit logo polo shirt (SPA Spirit Shop) 
- White above-the-ankle and without logo white crew socks and regular school shoes or athletic shoes are 
permitted with summer uniform.  No boots, sandals or knee socks are permitted.  

  - Summit logo sweatshirts are permitted over uniform 
 
Gym Attire - Gym uniform consists of Summit Physical Education shirt and shorts (provided at school), white
