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Information regarding the closing of school will be available after 6:00 a.m. by listening to the radio/TV 
stations listed below. The only two announcements that will be made will be "On a One Hour Delay" or 
"Closed." Please note that since our starting time now is 8:15 a.m., our delay will actually be a 45-minute 
delay even though it will be announced as a one hour delay, and WE WILL BEGIN CLASSES AT 9:00 
A.M.  If no announcement is made regarding weather, then school will be open as usual. 
 
PLEASE NOTE: In making announcements regarding school closings or delays, radio and television 
stations will refer to The Summit as THE SUMMIT COUNTRY DAY SCHOOL. There will no longer  
be announcements for Eastern Hills Independent Schools.  
 
The Greater Cincinnati Radio Broadcasters Association handles the weather-related school closing 
information, and they will announce that The Summit Country Day School is either "On a One Hour 
Delay" or "Closed." If you do not hear either of these, you will know that we are open for school as  
usual. In the event The Summit is closed due to a particular problem, it will be announced on the 
following radio/TV stations:

IN CASE OF A DELAY, we will do our best to operate the Before School Center on time, and the school 
divisions will try to be open at 7:45 a.m. so parents who bring children to school on their way to work 
may drop them off. 
 
DAY CARE may be available to Summit families on days the school is closed due to inclement weather.  
We will try to have this announced on the radio and it will be announced on our phone numbers here at 
school. There is a fee for this day care service. 
 
REGARDING STUDENTS BUSED TO THE SUMMIT, parents need to be aware of their school 
district's arrangements and listen for that information as well. Those services operate independently  
of us. When The Summit calls off school, we will notify all the public school districts that provide  
bus service as soon as we can make contact. We will not, however, be able to notify our parents of the 
decision of these individual carriers. WE DO NOT CLOSE EARLY due to so many of our parents not 
being at home to accept their children, but certainly any parents who wish may come to school and pick 
up their children if they feel the weather is threatening.
